DESCRIPTION OF BRANCH/GROUP/SECTION 

The ERCB Production Audit Team is implementing a new controls based approach in support of the way it completes its audit work.  The new program, called the Enhanced Production Audit Program (EPAP), represents a significant shift in how industry will demonstrate compliance to ERCB measurement and reporting requirements.  EPAP will provide an improved level of assurance over the accuracy and completeness of volumetric data reported to the Petroleum Registry of Alberta and will also increase the level of industry compliance to the ERCB measurement and reporting requirements
PURPOSE OF ROLE: 

To participate in the operation of the EPAP in ensuring industry compliance with ERCB measurement and reporting requirements.  To conduct controls based audits of upstream operations and records for all oil and gas production facility sub-types. 

As a member of the Production Audit Team, conduct audits and audit projects in keeping with the requirements set out in the annual Production Audit Plan, and the Group’s and Section’s Operational plans.

RESPONSIBILITIES/ DUTIES: 

· Work with industry operators in support of implementing and sustaining the EPAP.

· Assess annual operator declarations regarding measurement and reporting.

· Collaborate with operators to resolve issues arising from the compliance assessment report.

· Manage operator action items and voluntary self disclosures. 

· Assess the effectiveness of operators’ controls and their annual evaluation of controls activities.

· Collaborate with operators in remediating deficient operator measurement and reporting controls.

· Apply Directive-019 compliance assurance process as required.

· Correspond with industry conveying compliance assessment report results and assess industry remediation action plans.

· Conduct controls based audits on operators upstream measurement and reporting control frame-works and convey the audit results to the operators through written correspondence and meetings.

· Participate in industry committees and educational initiatives in support of raising stakeholder awareness of EPAP and ERCB measurement and reporting requirements.

· Conduct substantive audits of oil and gas facilities.

· Assist in the training initiatives as they relate to more junior production auditors.

· Provide assistance with special projects/assignments as necessary.
